This course attempts to present the basic methodology to do
impact evaluation of programs or policies. Impact evaluation should involve the definition of_
an outcome, the description of the objectives of the program or policy and the application of a%
method to extract causal effects of the program or policy on the outcome. This way of doing3
is the base to inform decisions for impact evaluation of socio-economic programs or policies. =
The course provide the student with the basics for doing impact evaluation of socio-economic:
programs. The cases pay particular attention to the evaluation of programs and policies taken
at the core of the European institutions.
