PRESENTACION Y CONTEXTUALIZACION

The aim of this course is to discuss, on the one hand, how the advancement of science
makes us reconsider a number of ethical dilemmas and, on the other hand, the role of ethics
in our understanding of scientific activity. A case in point of the former is the advancement of
neurosciences: they make us wonder, for instance, in what sense our conception of human
responsibility depends on certain brain functions. As to the latter, we may wonder to what
extent science is a disinterested activity in view of the conflicts of interests generated by the
pharmaceutical sponsoring of biomedical research. We will combine academic philosophy
and popular science and see how conceptual analysis has practical implications.

RESULTADOS DE APRENDIZAJE

The three main goals of this course are as follows. First, you should acquire a basic grasp of
the main approaches in applied ethics. Then, you should study a few key concepts in
scientific methodology and the social studies of science. Finally, you will prepare a book
review, implementing what you have learnt so far, and discuss other reviews of the same
book by your fellow students on a message board.

CONTENIDOS

Ethics and Scientific Research

The course is structured in two parts. In the first half, you should answer two questionnaires
on the following textbook .
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*Kevin Elliott, A Tapestry of Values: An introduction to science and values, Oxford University
Press, 2017

In the second part of the course you should write a book review and discuss it. This year we

will read:

*Angela Saini, Inferior: How Science Got Women Wrong-and the New Research That's
Rewriting the Story, London, Beacon Press, 2018

The deadlines for the first part are the following:

*Questionnaire 1: March 15th.

*Questionnaire 2: April 15th.

Then you should prepare the book review. It should be 2500-3500 words long and have the
following format.

*The first part (1000 words) should introduce the author and summarise the book's main
claims

*The second part (2000 words) should discuss the book’s claims and arguments, drawing on
the conceptual tools provided by Kevin Elliott's textbook.

*The deadline for the book review is May 15th.

Finally, you should post your review on a dedicated message board, provide comments on
the reviews of, at least, two fellow students and engage in the subsequent discussion. The

deadline for this last assignment is June 15th.

METODOLOGIA

The course is organized in four assignments: completing two questionnaires on the textbook,
preparing a book review and discussing other reviews of the same book by your fellow
students.

The student should first read the following book and answer two questionnaires about it
(deadlines: March 15th, April 15th):

Then you should prepare a book review. It should be 1500 words long and the deadline for
delivery is May 15th. Further instructions about its structure and content will be posted on

Finally, you should post your review on a dedicated message board, provide comments on
