It's time to make the EU's single market fit for the digital age —tearing down
regulatory walls and moving from 28 national markets to a single one. This could contribute
€415 billion per year to our economy and create hundreds of thousands of new jobs.
Consistent with this discourse, creating the conditions for a vibrant digital economy and
society is one of the key priorities in the agenda of the European Commission. It is not too
much to expect that it will be placed at the top of the annual work programme for a number of
years.

In spite of its weight in the final grade, working continuously during the semester
is an obligatory task and the course cannot be passed without satisfying §
adequately this requirement. Forums are closed at the end of the semester (last 3
week of final tests) and, unlike the writing assignment, the task cannot be g
performed during the holiday season.
